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Introduction  

The Dyyno Video Manager allows you to upload and organize recorded video files to your 

Dyyno Personal Channel. This document describes in detail how you can use the Dyyno 

Video Manager. The contents are as follows:  
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I. How do I record a video?  
 

To record your broadcasts, first stop any broadcast you are doing. Go to the General 
Settings menu of the Dyyno Broadcaster (from the Dyyno Broadcaster, select the Menu 
option from the top right hand side panel).  

Go to the Record Videos section and select the Record video to disk checkbox. 

 

Then, select Ok from the bottom right corner of the window.  

Drag and drop the “d” icon the Dyyno broadcaster to start your next broadcast. Your next 
broadcast will be recorded.  

Viewing your recorded broadcasts 

To view your recorded broadcast, click the "View Recorded Videos" button from the 
General Settings window. 
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 It will open the folder in which the recorded broadcast is stored. Please note recorded 
broadcasts are stored in the following location depending on your OS: 

·  Vista:  Documents/Dyyno 
·  XP: My Documents/Dyyno 

Automatically upload video after recording 

If you are recording a broadcast, you can also opt to automatically upload the recording 

once you are done broadcasting. Simply select the “automatically upload after recording” 

option in the General Settings window.   
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At the end of the broadcast, the upload wizard will automatically appear (see next 

section).  

II. How do I upload recorded videos?  

Uploading videos from the General Settings window 

To upload recorded videos, go to the General Settings menu of the Dyyno Broadcaster. 

Select the “Upload Video” button located at the bottom right of the General Settings 

Window.  
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An upload wizard will appear.  
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Follow the steps in the upload wizard to complete the upload of the video.  

Note: You will need to have the necessary video codecs installed in order to successfully 

upload the video. If you are not sure if you have the codecs installed, simply download 

and install the Combined Community Codec Pack.  

You will also only be allowed to upload up to a 2 GB file size.  

III. How do I access uploaded videos that I’d like to show on my Dyyno 
Personal Channel? 

The video files you upload are stored in your Dyyno Video Manager. To access the Dyyno 

Video Manager, follow this URL: http://register.dyyno.com/auth/dpc/�

You can also select the Manage Videos button that appears in your DPC broadcaster 

General Settings window.  
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On selecting the Manage Videos button or going to the Video Manager URL, you will be 

prompted to login with your DPC credentials. Once you’ve logged in, select the “Video 

Manager” tab. 
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You will now see the Video Manager functionality.  

IV. What do each of the subtabs - Pending, On Deman d, Scheduled 
Replay and All - mean in the Video Manager? 

The Video Manager is organized in the following way:  

1. Pending Videos  – These are videos that have just been uploaded. Pending 

videos are not shown on your Dyyno Personal Page.   

2. On Demand videos  – These are on demand videos that are shown on your Dyyno 

Personal Channel Page. Videos can be seen anytime by viewers of your DPC.  

3. Scheduled Replay videos  – These are videos that you can schedule for replay 

during specific periods of times. Viewers can watch “live” replays of your video 

during scheduled times.  

4. Archived videos  – These are videos that you no longer want to show on your 
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DPC page.   

5. All videos  – This shows all the videos you have uploaded.  

V. What do each of the fields mean in the Video Man ager? 

In each of the Pending, On Demand, Scheduled Replay, Archived, and All sections, you 

will see the following functionalities:  

 

1. Title  – This shows the title of the video. On clicking the edit button, you can edit the 

title of the video as well as the description.  

2. Date –The date in which the video was uploaded.  

3. Duration – The length of the video 

4. File Size  – The total file size of the video in MBs 

5. Resolution  – The resolution of the video  

6. Frame Rate  – The frame rate of the video 

7. Bitrate  – The bitrate of the video 

8. Audio  – If audio is “on” the video contains audio. If audio is “off” then the video 

does not contain audio.  

9. Schedule  – This only applies to the schedule replay videos. It displays the date 

and time in which the video is scheduled to replay.  
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10. Change status  – This allows you to switch to different video options. For example, 

you can host your video (similar to YouTube) by selecting the On Demand option, 

or you can schedule replays of the video by selecting the Scheduled Replay 

option.  

11. Delete – This allows you to delete videos from the Video Manager tool.  

If you would like to easily sort through the title, date, duration, file size, resolution, frame 

rate, and bitrate fields, simply select the green arrow that appears beneath the title of 

each field.  

VI. What’s the difference between a scheduled repla y video and an On 
Demand video?  

On Demand videos 

On Demand videos are shown in a similar way to YouTube videos – they contain a flexible 

video player that allows the viewer to rewind, fast forward or pause the video. On Demand 

videos will start when the viewer decides to watch a video. These videos are handy when 

you want anyone to see a video at their own leisure for as long they’d like. 

Scheduled replay videos 

Scheduled replay videos are similar to TV shows or movies – you schedule when the 

video should be played and the number of times it should be repeated. The video will start 

and end when you specify. A viewer watching a scheduled replay video is not able to 

pause, rewind, or fast forward the video (similar to watching a TV program). Scheduled 

replay is handy when you have video content you’d like to show for a limited time and 

during a specific period.  

VII. How do I save an uploaded video as On Demand? 

If you would like make your video On Demand on your Dyyno Personal Channel page, 

simply go the “Change Status” column on the right hand side of the Video Manager, select 
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“On Demand” from the dropdown menu, and then select submit.  

The video will be moved to the “On Demand” section of the Video Manager tool, and will 

now appear as “Recorded Broadcast” in the Dyyno Personal Channel page.  

VIII. How do I save an uploaded video as Scheduled Replay?  

If you’d like to schedule a replay of a video, simply go to the “Change Status” column on 

the right hand side of the Video Manager, select “Scheduled Replay,” and then select 

submit.  

The video will be moved to the “Scheduled Replay” section. Once you go to the 

“Scheduled Replay” section, navigate to the video you’d like to replay and select “edit” 

from the Schedule tab.  

To schedule a replay, simply select a start date and time for when you’d like the replay to 

start. 

If you would like the replay to repeat continuously, simply select the repeat checkbox.  

The replay will continue to be shown repeatedly until you stop it.  

IX. How do I set up a Preroll Ad? 

The Preroll Ad tool allows you to upload a 10 MB flash file to appear as an ad before the 

beginning of every broadcast shown in your Dyyno Personal Channel.    

To upload a Preroll Ad, simply select the Preroll Ad tab from the Dyyno Personal Channel 

account page.  
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Once on the Preroll Ad section, select the browse button to browse for a flash file that 

you’d like to use.  

 

On save, the flash file will be uploaded and shown at the beginning of every broadcast.  

Note: The file must be in .flv or .swf format and cannot exceed 10 MBs in size  

If you would like to remove the preroll ad, simply select the “delete” link that appears next 

to the current preroll ad field.  
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X. How do I cancel my account?  

If you would like to cancel your DPC account, simply login to your DPC account page: 
http://register.dyyno.com/auth/dpc/  

Select the Account tab. 

 

From the account tab, select Cancel Account.  
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Once you opt to cancel your account, you will no longer be able to user your DPC 
broadcaster or the Video Manager.
